RESULTS

of Socio-Economic Development

of the City of Astana

in January-April 2010
1. The State of Industry
The industrial sector of Astana is represented mainly by processing industry companies (64.1%) and electric power supply, gas supply, steam heating and air-conditioning enterprises (30.1%).
Since the beginning of the year, the industrial enterprises of Astana have manufactured products and rendered services to the amount of KZT 29,004.1 million.  The volume index amounted to 111.2% as compared to the same period of 2009.
The processing industry enterprises have manufactured products/provided services to the amount of KZT 18, 583.4 million in effective prices, with the volume index amounting to 110.5% as compared to the same period of 2009.  An increase in the production volumes was observed in textile industry by 2.7 times, in rubber and plastic products production by 94.9%, in manufacture of other non-metal mineral products by 12.6%, in metallurgy industry by 46.2%, and in machinery manufacturing by 16.2%.
The production of metallurgy industry reached KZT 44.7 million.  The volume index amounted to 146.2% as compared to the same period of 2009.

The manufacture of rubber and plastic products reached KZT 2,447.4 million.  As compared to the same period of 2009, the volume index made up 194.9%.  The manufacture of plastic doors and windows increased by 14.7 %, that of pre-forms by 19.3%, production of plastic pipes, tubes, sleeves and hoses increased by 1.8 times.

The volume of machinery manufacturing made up KZT 3,789.4 million.  The volume index amounted to 116.2% as compared to the same period of 2009, conditioned by an increase in the volume of services rendered in the sphere of machinery and equipment repair and installation.

The manufacture of textile products made up KZT 71.9 million, with the volume index increasing by 2.7 times in comparison with the same period of 2009.
The manufacture of finished products, excluding machines and equipment, reached KZT 1,513.8 million.  The physical production volume index made up 40.9% as compared to the same period of 2009.  A decrease in the production volumes is conditioned by a 74.1% reduction in the manufacture of metal structures brought about by the decline in demand for such products.
2. Road Construction
During April 2010, the following activities were carried out in transport infrastructure construction:

- M-3 Bridge: the construction of quay stairs and removal of the ground from the Yesil River bed under the bridge have been continued;


- Construction of Turan Avenue (Sary-Arka) from Street No. 27 to the Ring Road: the laying of utility facilities is almost completed, and the casting of concrete foundation has started;


- Construction of Seifullin Street Building at the Section from Kumisbekov Street to Beisekov Street: the works on heating main assembly are nearing completion;


- Construction of Street No. 19 A: the works on road filling, preparation for concrete casing, construction of pedestrian sidewalks are carried out;


- Construction of Akzhol Street from Mozhaisky Street to Bogenbai Batyr Avenue: the works on reorganization of utility facilities and “pocket” development are carried out.

The interim overhaul of Sary-Arka Avenue (at the section from Bogenbai Batyr Avenue to Kenesary Street), Republic Avenue (from Kenesary Street to Imanov Street) and Aeroportovskaya Street (from Street No. 23 to the ring road) has started.

3. The Condition of Investments

Investments to capital assets in January-April 2010 amounted to KZT 58,897.0 million (104.0% as compared to January-April 2009).  On a national scale, the share of investments to capital assets of Astana made up 6.3% (5.4% in January-April 2009).

The basic sources of investments to capital assets in January-April 2010 were state budget funds with the share of 55.2%, own funds of enterprises, organizations and individuals with the share of 33.1%, the share of borrowed funds made up 11.7%, and foreign investments reached 0.01% of the total amount of investments.

The basic component of investments to capital assets is the investments for commissioning of residential buildings.  The volume of construction and assembly works in January-April 2010 made up KZT 46,824.5 million out of the total amount of investments to capital assets (108.6% as compared to January-April 2009).

Over the reporting period, the enterprises, organizations and individuals of Astana constructed and put into operation the residential space of 532,913 m2 (including living space of 410,168 m2), that is by 19.9% lower than in January-April 2009.

KZT 10,170.8 million were allocated for housing construction, which reached 90.8% of the amount allocated in the corresponding period of 2009.  In January-April 2010, the enterprises, organizations and individuals of Astana put into operation the fixed assets to the amount of KZT 83,531.1 million.
4. Trade and Foreign Trade Turnover

Domestic Trade
The volume of retail turnover through all sales channels as of 1 May 2010 made up KZT 84,982.7 million, and increased by 28.9% from the same period a year earlier in comparable prices.  The share of retail turnover of private trade enterprises in the total goods turnover made up 93.3% (KZT 79,323.9 million).

Foreign Trade
Foreign trade turnover.  As regards the foreign trade turnover development, it reached USD 1.5 billion in January-March 2010 increasing by 0.7 times as compared to the same period of 2009.

Export supplies in January-March 2010 made up USD 635.5 million, and decreased by 1.1 times as compared to the same period of 2009.

The export of the capital has a strongly pronounced geographical trend: the share of non-CIS countries in the total export volume in January-March 2010 reached 90.7%, and that of CIS countries – 9.3%.  The basic consumers of exported products include: Italy (35.3%), Greece, Romania (18.8%), Bulgaria (4.3%), Iran (3.3%), Slovakia (2.7%), Uzbekistan (1.8%), Egypt (1.5%), Afghanistan (1.4%), Tajikistan (1.3%), France, and UK (1.2%).
In January-March 2010, as compared to the same period of 2009, the export supplies of basic commodity groups accounting for considerable shares in total export decreased: sales of mineral fuel and its refinery products (oil products, gas, etc.) increased by 1.0 times, export supplies of machines, equipment, vehicles, devices and instruments reduced by 10.4 times.
Import supplies in January-March 2010 made up USD 827.5 million, and increased by 0.5 times in comparison with the same period of 2009.
In January-March 2010, as compared to 2009, 62.0% of all import supplies were made from non-CIS countries, and 38.0% of import supplies were made from CIS countries.
The highest volumes were imported to the capital from Russia (35.0%), Germany (25.8%), UK (12.6%), Canada (8.1%), Ukraine (2.3%), China (2.1%), Turkey (2.0%), Singapore (1.8%), USA (1.7%), Netherlands, and Korea (1.3%).

Prevailing among the imported goods are machines, equipment, vehicles, devices and instruments, and in January-March 2010 the total amount of imported goods made up USD 501.8 million (the import increased almost by 0.4 times from the year-earlier period).
Currently, the capital has intensive trade relations with almost 90 countries of the world, including capitals with which Astana has twin town relations, such as: Moscow, Minsk, Kishinev, Kiev, Seoul, Riga, Warsaw, Budapest, Baku, Cairo, Bangkok, Berlin, Vilnius, Ankara, Amman, Tashkent, and Beijing.

5. Small Business Monitoring

As of 1 May 2010, 79,114 small business enterprises were registered, including 25, 231 legal entities, and 53,883 individual entrepreneurs.  In comparison with the same period of 2009, the number of registered small business enterprises increased by 13.3%.

According to the data of the Astana City Tax Department, the number of operating small business enterprises reached 57,365, including 22,433 legal entities, and 34,932 individual entrepreneurs, the increase making up 23.4%.

The number of small business enterprises actively working in the market increased by 2.9% as compared to the same period of 2009, and made up 25,889 enterprises.

The number of employees hired by small businesses made up 87,400 people increasing by 5.4% from the year-earlier period.
The volume of products manufactured and works and services rendered reached KZT 115.95 billion, and decreased by 2.5% in comparison with the same period of 2009.
In order to provide financial support to small and medium business enterprises the activities on provision of credits to such enterprises are carried out.
According to the Memorandum concluded between the Astana City Akimat and Samruk-Kazyna Fund, 302 borrowers of small and medium businesses received loans for the total amount of KZT 22.9 billion out of the proceeds of the 3rd Tranche of the Astana City Stabilization Programme.
In addition to the above, the activities on allocating loans to small and medium businesses out of funds repaid by business enterprises in 2008 from the local budget and proceeds of Damu Entrepreneurship Development Fund have been continued, in accordance with Resolution No. 1039 of the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On Approval of the Plan of Immediate Measures to Ensure the Stability of Socio-Economic Development of the Republic of Kazakhstan” dated 6 November 2007.  Projects of small and medium business enterprises are reviewed for financing at the meetings of the Commission on Crediting of Small Business Enterprises of Astana.  As of today, the repayable funds amounted to KZT 14.5 million, and since the beginning of 2010 one project for procurement of a lorry specially equipped for towing away cars to the amount of KZT 2.7 million was financed.

According to data provided by the National Bank of Kazakhstan, in January-March 2010 second-tier banks located in Astana issued loans to small business enterprises for the total amount of KZT 6.05 billion, that is by 9.0% lower than the amount of loans issued in the same period of 2009.
